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Dear People of St. John’s:

We are now well into our Lenten journey together. All too often popular
culture portrays Lent as a time of “giving up” and so we give up choco-
late, or some other goody. But there is a much more profound spiritual
discipline for Lent and that is “taking on” something; as the Book of
Common Prayer says, Lent is a time for taking on prayer and works of
mercy (Proper Preface for Lent). So | hope each of us is deepening our
prayer life and finding some way to be involved in a work of mercy.

Underneath this “taking on” is the fundamental theme of Lent—the
reconciling love of God that is seeking to transform us into God’s
beloved community. In this community all of our differences are
welcomed and we, by living as people who have been reconciled,
become God’s instruments of transforming the world.

Recently | had a conversation with someone who had not been to The Rev. Dr. Peter Peters
church for a while. | learned that she and her husband had decided to

no longer attend because St. John’s was “too liberal” for them. | said that | was sorry to learn of this
and would be pleased to sit with them and explore just what this might mean. My sole purpose
would be to seek to find some way of living into the reconciled life we share as Christians. But |
was not invited to do this. | have since learned from several other priests that this couple, before
coming to St. John'’s, left another congregation expressing their discontentment with that congre-
gation. They are now attending their third.

It saddens me when people move around like this. | take very seriously the idea that when we join
a congregation we are making a commitment to one another to live into the reconciling love that
God has made known to us in Jesus, the Christ. This love can be tested when we have our differ-
ences, but it is a love that invites us to step beyond our differences into a more profound under-
standing of God'’s grace and love.

This kind of commitment to community is so very different from the prevailing culture around us. In
the wider culture people feel free to come and go as they please. But when we join a church we
are literally becoming a part of the Body of Christ and are essential to each other.

| hope that during this Lenten season you will find more and more ways to realize something of this
radical view of the beloved community here at St. John’s and then at the end of the month as we
celebrate the Day of Resurrection, we can say that in this reconciled and reconciling community
The Lord is risen indeed!

At the regular monthly Vestry meeting of February 8, 2010, William Ohlerich was appointed Treas-
urer for the calendar year of 2010 and Elaine Walker was appointed Clerk of the Parish and Vestry
for the calendar year of 2010. An Organist Search Committee was formed with Bonnie Norvell, a
choir member, as chairperson. (See item on page 3). The Vestry passed a motion to disband the
Endowment Committee inasmuch as the Diocese is now managing the endowment fund.

FAREWELL, ANN LOUISE!

St. John’s organist since November 10, 1996, Ann
Louise Pera retired February 17, 2010. When she
was in the eighth grade, her father, a Lutheran minis-
ter, asked her to take over as organist for his church.
She reluctantly complied having had no prior experi-
ence with the organ, thus beginning a non-stop ca-
reer as an organist and, often, choir director. A
graduate of Valparaiso University, she earned her
degree in music with a major in organ and a minor in
piano. She has taught both piano and organ, and
has accompanied local professional singers. She
and her husband, the Rev. Gerhard Pera, a retired '
Lutheran pastor, live in Honeoye Falls. Dennis Maxfield, St. John’s Choir Director, stated, “It has
been a great pleasure to have her with us.

BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS COMMITTEE:
WHAT DOES IT DO?

The Building and Grounds Committee serves the Rector and the Vestry of St. John’s Church in iden-
tifying and overseeing repairs, renovations and improvements to St. John’s physical plant and prop-
erty. The B&G Committee has a primary responsibility for assuring that our property is healthy, safe,
secure, and accessible. It oversees maintenance and upgrading of mechanical systems, with par-
ticular attention to improving energy efficiency. It plans and prioritizes aesthetic improvements and
long-term capital projects.

While B&G’s primary role is advisory and managerial, last year we were also able to coordinate vol-
unteers from the community to perform a lot of needed work while saving a lot of money. Last year’s
Committee members were Terry Carney, Mark Darling, Bill Boudway and David Brady. The Rev.
Richard Krapf filled a dual role as professional Building Manager and member of the Committee.
John Norvell re-designed and supervised pruning and re-planting of the flowerbeds and gardens.

The projects completed through volunteer effort include the following improvements.
Education Wing- made an opening between rooms to create larger room.

Kitchen- installed all new cabinets and counter tops; repainted ceilings and walls.
Exterior Walks- widened sidewalk by side entrance; resurfaced deteriorated sections.
Handicapped Ramp- replaced and repainted railings and lattice .

Sanctuary- removed pews; reinstalled privacy railing.

Emergency Lighting- installed high efficiency exit signs with built-in emergency lights.
Landscaping- trimmed hedges; pruned and re-planted front beds; fertilized lawns.
Exterior Lighting- replaced fixtures on side entrance and garage; replaced photocells.
Memorial Garden- built and installed fence; pruned; weeded; replaced some plants.
Sanctuary Lighting- repaired fixtures; installed high intensity, high efficiency bulbs.
Minor Repairs- planed doors and replaced hardware; replaced faucets; plugged basement window;
fixed lattice.

In addition, the Committee supported Richard in his role as Building Manager in obtaining grants and
competitive bids to replace the sanctuary furnaces at worthwhile cost savings, and performed some
volunteer work to offset costs of the chapel and columbarium project.

We have several projects in mind for 2010. The Rev. Dr. Peters has inspired (and cajoled) us to plan
a long overdue spring cleaning. We hope in a very concrete way to give the new rector a “fresh start”
with the community. We have accumulated a lot of stuff over the years, and this is an excellent op-
portunity to look at what we need to keep, and more efficient ways to keep it. There will certainly be
a role in this project for everyone in the community. More details to follow...

There is also the perpetual but never completed project of documenting the surprising number of
physical systems in the building. Essentially, we will be trying to figure out where all the switches are
located, and then write it down in an easily accessible location.

We will continue our on-going analysis of how our buildings and grounds can be more efficiently used
to address our changing needs and goals as a community, and we will continue to try to stretch our
modest budget to address unforeseen problems and opportunities.

EPISCOPAL RELIEF AND DEVELOPMENT IN HAITI

A vitally important component of the Episcopal Church at national and international levels is Episco-
pal Relief and Development (ERD). In addition to its ongoing dedication to fighting hunger, poverty,
and disease throughout the world it also is in the front line of fast response to natural disasters. The
recent devastating earthquake in Haiti is a prime example.

More then 100 churches in the Diocese of Haiti were destroyed or damaged, and many of its 254
schools were demolished, including the Holy Trinity Cathedral complex in Port-au-Prince. Bishop
Jean Zaché Duracin, who was left homeless by the quake, contacted ERD and has led the effort to
organize and maintain a camp for 3000 survivors in a rocky field adjacent to the College Ste. Pierre,
a diocesan secondary school also destroyed. Two ERD officials, Kate Mears and Kirsten Math, have
been operating out of neighboring Dominican Republic. Efforts include coordinating shipments of
medical supplies and food, organizing air drops to isolated rural areas, providing satellite phones and
solar powered chargers. According to the Rev. Lauren Stanley, one of four Episcopal missionaries
assigned to Haiti, ERD’s response was “swift and direct and incredible; it is what is holding everyone
together”.
